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General Terms and Conditions of Islamic Accounts and Banking
Services for establishments, companies and
other legal Entities

In consideration of Commercial Bank International PSC- CBI Al Islami (hereinafter referred to
as the “Bank”) which expression shall include its successors-in-title and legal assignees,
agreeing to open an Islamic Account {as hereinafter defined) for the Customer or to execute any
transaction or provide any Banking Service (as hereinafter defined) with complete adherence
to Shariah rules and regulations, the Customer hereby agrees to the following terms and
conditions (Terms and Conditions), in addition to any other terms and conditions as may be
issued by the Bank in relation to the Account(s) and the Banking Services.

These Terms and Conditions shall apply to all bank accounts of any kind epened or maintained
by the Customer with the Bank and shall govern all the transactions conducted through such
accounts.

The signature on the Bank’s account opening forms and applications, the subscription or usage
of any Banking Services or products offered by the Bank and the execution of any transaction
with the Bank shall constitute an acceptance by the Customer to these Terms and Conditions as
may be amended from time to time.

Underlying Concept

The Bank’s scheme offers the Current Account through the Islamic Finance mode of “Wadiah
Yad Dhamanah” whereby there is an agreement between the Customer and the Bank to keep
the money under a secure custody for safekeeping purposes. Under the provisions of this
contract the Bank, acting as the custodian, will be permitted by the customer to utilize the
money, with the Bank being solely held liable for any losses suffered whilst the whaole amount
is under the Bank's custody.

The Bank also guarantees payment of the whole amount, or any part thereof, outstanding in
the Account of depositor, when demanded.

Interpretation:

+ Words importing only the singular shall include the plural and vice versa.

+  Where the Account is a Joint Account, reference to a Customer shall refer to all customers
in the names of whom the Account is opened, unless the text indicates otherwise.

+  The words importing any gender shall include all genders, words importing person shall
include individuals, partnerships, or other legal persons.

+  These Terms and Conditions and all their amendments constitute an integral part of the
Account opening documents and relevant Banking Service documentation offered by the
Bank to the Customer.

Definitions:

In these Terms and Conditions the following expressions shall have the meanings ascribed
herein unless the context otherwise requires:

Account: means any of the following accounts: Current Account, Fixed Deposit, and any other
type of Account opened with the Bank under the name of the Customer.

Bank: means Commercial Bank International PSC- CBI Al Islami and its branches,
successors-in-title and legal assignees.

Customer: means any establishment, company, or Legal entity (including its respective
representatives, administrators and successors) which hold an Account with the Bank and/or
who subscribed to the Bank Services.

Banking Service: means any kind of banking service offered by the Bank to its Customers
including but not limited to banking at any one of the Bank’s branches, phone banking, mobile
banking, and /or any other kind of Banking Services provided to the Customer by the Bank at
any time.

Shariah Supervisory Board: The Shariah Supervisory Board appointed by the Bank for
Shariah supervision, auditing and verification of the Islamic bank.

Shariah: Islamic Shariah rules and regulations as interpreted by the Shariah Supervisory Board
appointed by the Bank for Shariah auditing and verification and for overseeing all activities of
the Bank.

Agents: means any person or persons appointed or approved by the Bank to support or offer
Banking Services.

Beneficiary: means the authorized recipient of any funds through Banking Services.

Cardholder means the authorized del pp d by the Cj to
the Customer’s Account and to whom a debit card has been issued by the Bank.

ge and operate

Customer's Instructions: means the instructions given by the Customer to the Bank from
time to time in relation to the Account.

Bank Electronic Instructions: means the Bank’s electronic documentation via the Internet,
Automated Teller Machines (ATMs), Mobile Phone Banking, operating instructions or
reference guidelines issued by the Bank in any written form or as a guide on the Bank's website.

Internet: means a collection of information stored in a computer available throughout the world.

Swift: Society for Worldwide Interbank Financial Telecommunications, a computer network
which provides interbank communication facilities worldwide.
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User Identification: The Customer Identification number or word advised by the Bank to the
Customer for the purposes of identification while using the Banking Services.

Business Day: means any official working day on which the Bank is open for business.

TIN: means secret "Telephone Identification Number", which when used by the Customer in
conjunction with the login ID will allow the Subscriber access to the Phone Banking, it may also
be the same personal identification number of the automated debit card issued by the Bank to
the Customer.

UAE means the federation of the United Arab Emirates;

Value Date: means the date on which the funds pertaining to a financial transaction are made
available to the Beneficiary.

A. Bank Accounts:
1-  General Terms:

In addition to the terms and conditions, if any, set forth in the application form
completed by the Customer, the Customer hereby agrees that the following terms
and conditions are applicable to all Accounts types opened with the Bank:

1. The Customer acknowledges that no Account will be opened until all documentation
required by the Bank at its sole discretion is duly completed and received.

2. The Bank may at its scle discretion issue to the Customer a cheque book which may
be delivered to the Customer's authorized representative at the branch at which the
Account was opened or may be mailed by courier to the Customer’s address available
with the Bank at the Customer’s sole responsibility without any liability on the
Bank.

3. TheBankshall be entitled, at its sole discretion, to debit the Customer’s Account any
cheques, bills of exchange, promissory notes or orders for payment drawn, accepted
or made by the Customer or its authorized signatory and to carry out, at its sole
discretion, any instructions relating to the Account notwithstanding that any such
debiting or carrying out may cause, such Account to be overdrawn or any overdraft
to be increased, but shall always be without prejudice to the Bank's right to refuse to
allow any overdraft or exceeding the limit. The Customer shall be responsible for any
overdraft or obligations arising in or in connection with the Account.

4. In the event of dissolution, insolvency or bankruptcy (or another analogous
proceeding) of the Customer, the Bank shall not be liable for any loss which may
arise from any dealings on the Account, unless and until the Bank has received from
the Customer, a written notice of the same together with satisfactory documents
acceptable to the Bank at its sole discretion. In such circumstances, the Bank shall
suspend all dealings on the Account until the Customer's status is rectified according
to the applicable laws.

5. The Customer accepts all costs, expenses, liabilities, obligations and risks
whatsoever in connection with any Account denominated in any currency including
but not limited to any valid legal or regulatory restriction whether international or
domestic. The Bank shall not be liable for any loss or delay pursuant thereto.
Withdrawals in foreign currency notes shall be subject to their availability at the
concerned Bank's branch. Conversion from one currency to another shall be at the
Bank’s rate of exchange, as determined by the Bank from time to time, on the
transaction's date.

6. All monies, securities, , collaterals, shares, shipping documents, banknotes, coins,
gold or other valuables and properties of whatever nature, which are held by the
Customer with the Bank, whether in the form of Account of whatever type shall be
treated as security to guarantee the settlement of any liabilities due to the Bank
including the debit balance arising under these Terms and Conditions or any other
credit facilities agreement or finance granted to the Customer.

Furthermore, the Customer agrees to keep the same within the Bank's possession as
collateral against Islamic credit facilities or Shari'a compliant financing until the
Customer fully pays its indebtedness to the Bank commissions expenses and other
due charges.

If the Customer does not pay such indebtedness to the Bank's on its first demand, the
Customer hereby authorizes the Bank to settle the outstanding balance by
setting-off against from the Customer’s available assets held in collateral against
credit facilities or financing without having to notify or inform it in advance. This
authorization is irrevocable and the Customer cannot cancel it without the Bank's
written consent. The Bank shall have the right to always apply set-off against any
credit and debit balances in any of the Customer's Accounts. The debit balance of
any one of the Customer’s Accounts will be secured by the credit balance of any
other one of its Accounts including Accounts opened in any other foreign currency.
The Bank may also debit any of the Customer's Accounts with the amount of any
bills, guarantees, cheques and drawings, given or purchased or signed by the
Customer.

7. Without prejudice to the applicable laws, any delay or omission by the Bank in
exercising or enforcing (whether wholly or in part) any right or remedy arising
in respect of the Account shall not be construed as a waiver of such right or
remedy.

8. Unless otherwise agreed, the Bank sends a monthly statement of Account to the
Customer through regular mail. The Bank shall have the right to send the account
statement to the Customer’s email address held with the Bank the act which
exempts the Bank from sending the account statements to the customer by regular
mail.

18. The Customer authorizes and allows the Bank to inquire from other banks and
financial institutions, the employer of the Customer, or any other body as the Bank
deems appropriate regarding any financial and non-financial information relating to
the Customer including but not limited to the details of banking facilities, the
financial position, the income, and any other information relating to the Customer
which the Bank deems appropriate without reference to the Customer.

19. The Customer hereby authorizes the Bank to request any information about the
Customer, the address of its headquarters, the addresses of its branch(s), and / or the
chosen and legal domicile, whether in the UAE, in the country of the parent or
holding company, or in any other country where the Customer holds a legal
representation. The Customer also authorizes the Bank to inquire about the
telephone numbers and mailing address of the Customer and request any
information relating to the Customer whether directly or through any of the Bank
agents without reference to or prior permission from the Customer.

20, Tt is understood and agreed that the Bank has the right to authorize lawyers and
collection agencies (in or outside the UAE) to follow up the procedures of collecting
any due indebtedness from the Customer. The Bank shall have the right to provide
such lawyers and agencies with any information or documents pertaining to the
Customer's account. The lawyers and the collecting agencies are authorized to take
appropriate actions on behalf of the Bank during the course of contacting the
Customer.

B. Current Accounts Special Terms:

1. Subject to the Banks sole discretion and the applicable laws and the regulations of
the Central Bank of United Arab Emirates the Customer may be eligible to open a
Current Account if it is resident in the United Arab Emirates.

2. Subject to the Bank’s discretion, the Bank may issue a cheque book to the Customer
to enable it to operate his Current Account. The Customer may request the Bank to
issue it a customized cheque book with specification determined by the Customer
provided that the Customer pays the cost of issuing such customized cheque book.
The Bank reserves the right to refuse to comply with any drawing instruction from
the Current Account unless such instruction is made by cheque. The cheque books
may be sent by mail /courier to the Customer or made available for collection by the
Customer or its representative from the branch at which the account was opened. If
the Customer opts to have the Bank sending the cheque book by mail / courier, the
Customer assumes the responsibility and risk associated thereof including those
resulting from delivering the cheque boak to the unauthorized person, any failure or
delay in the delivery of the cheque book to the Customer

3. The Customer undertakes and agrees to keep the cheque book in a safe custody and
place to avoid any misuse or fraudulent actions on the cheque book by third parties.
In the event of loss or theft of the cheque book or any cheque(s), the Customer shall
promptly notify the competent authorities and give immediate notice in writing to
the Bank to stop acting upon the lost or stolen cheque(s), the Customer shall bear
any losses or damage arising thereof,

4. The Customer shall not issue withdrawal instructions which could cause the Current
Account to become overdrawn except by previous arrangement with the Bank.
However, the Bank may at its sole discretion allow any overdraft whether or not
previously arranged for overdraft, or to allow the increase of any overdraft on the
Current Account for any reason, including when any cheque causes the Customer’s
Current Account to be overdrawn in excess of the permissible limits or when funds or
cheques were inadvertently honored by the Bank. The Customer shall on demand
repay the Bank the amount overdrawn or any overdraft balance

5. NoInstructions for stop payment of any cheque(s) shall be accepted unless pursuant
to the applicable laws. The Bank accepts no responsibility for any failure to comply
with such instructions and shall not be held liable for any consequences and costs
including without limitation legal fees and penalties, which may arise out of its
non-compliance with such instructions.

6. Acting only as the Customer’s collection agent, the Bank may agree to accept, but
without assuming any responsibility for their realization, cheques, bank drafts and
other similar payment instruments for deposit, provided that they are made out in
favor of the Customer or duly endorsed to his order. For this purpose, the Bank and
its correspondents or other agents appointed by the Bank shall be deemed to be the
Customer’s agents.

7. The proceeds of cheques or other instruments shall not be available for withdrawal
until collected by the Bank. The Bank reserves the right to debit any of the
Customer’s Accounts or demand payment from the Customer for any amount
exceptionally or mistakenly credited or credited under usual practice, which are
subsequently unpaid.

8. TheBankshall not be liable or responsible for failure to give notice of nonpayment or
dishonor of any cheque in connection with any claims, losses or expenses which
may arise as a result of returning a dishonored cheque, whether by ordinary or
registered mail or any other means. The Bank reserves the right to debit the
Customer’s Accounts with the amount of any cheque which was drawn or endorsed
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in favor of the Customer (whether or not the cheque is drawn on the Bank, its
branches, affiliates or subsidiaries) that has been credited to the Account and is
subsequently unpaid, whether or not the cheque itself can be returned.

The Customer recognizes and agrees that the principle of the payment of interest is
repugnant to the Islamic Shari'ah and, the Customer agrees that it shall not be
entitled for any interests on the credit balances of the Current Account and that it
reserves no right to claim for the payment of any interests on those balances.
